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The Life of Jesus

We read about Jesus' life in the Gospels of
Matthew, Mark, Luke, and John. Jesus’ birth was
a miracle. God sent an angel named Gabriel to
ask a girl named Mary if she was willing to be
Jesus’ mother. She was engaged to a man named
Joseph. Jesus was born in Bethlehem, and Mary
and Joseph helped him to grow knowing and
loving God.

Jesus did many good things. He taught people
about God. He forgave people when they were
sorry for the wrong things they'd done. He also
healed people who were sick or injured. Some of
the most exciting stories about Jesus describe
the miracles he performed. A miracle is an event
that doesn’t have a scientific explanation. It seems
impossible, but there's proof that it happened.

‘Lazarus, come out!” (v. 43).
